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European Muslim political leaders are overwhelmingly secular in outlook and supportive of core liberal values. The core challenge facing Muslim leaders and government policy-makers regarding the integration Islam is not about a "clash of civilization" or basic values. It is instead about how to facilitate representation of very diverse views among Muslims of how Islam should develop in Europe and about the need to change European legal norms to accommodate religious pluralism. Across Europe, politicians say pretty much the same things. Immigrants must learn the language, they must accept the basic values of the country they live in, and they must integrate. the latter mostly means that immigrants – and Muslims – should take whatever work is made available and get off welfare. Muslim leaders have few disagreements with the basic premises of integration, but want governments to acknowledge that the general society and public policy must also change and make adjustments. It is when you look at statistics and social practices, that national differences to the challenge of Islam become apparent.
