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Patricia Landolt’s current research and publications integrate issues of migrant citizen and workers rights into the analysis of transnational migration, migrant labour market incorporation, and immigrant political participation in places of origin and cities of settlement.  Her primary research focus has been on the transnational practices of Latin American migrant populations in the United States and Canada.  Patricia Landolt received her B.A. and M.A. from York University and her Ph.D. from The Johns Hopkins University.  She joined the University of Toronto, Department of Sociology in 2001.  Professor Landolt is currently participating in a research project titled Social cohesion and international migration in a globalizing era: transnational solidarities and newcomer incorporation in Canada.  Her work on this project maps the transnational and incorporationist patterns of family life, community building and political participation for four Latin American immigrant populations in the city of Toronto.
